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The Economic Partners Sudbury East/West Nipissing will consider activities that 
support “Strategic Community Planning” objectives as stated in the Community Futures 
Terms and Conditions:  “Working with communities to assess local problems, establish 
objectives, plan and implement strategies to develop human, institutional and physical 
infrastructures; entrepreneurism; employment; and the economy” 
 
The Economic Partners Sudbury East/West Nipissing Community Economic 
Development Contribution will not support ongoing operational costs / overhead costs / 
annual events and other contributions that leverage other Industry Canada/FedNor 
funding. 
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Economic Partners CFDC receives special funding annually from Industry 
Canada/FedNor. A limited portion of the funding received can be used to encourage 
economic development activities in the Sudbury East / West Nipissing region. These 
funds are earmarked to community economic development activities called CED 
projects. 
 
The criteria for CED project funding are the following: 

·  The Funds will be used to enhance community economic development; 

·  The funding does not create dependency; 

·  Any other funding sources are to be fully utilized; 

·  The funding request supports the Board’s strategic plan / vision; 

·  The funding has job creation impact on the area 

·  If not for profit, the organization/corporation must be incorporated 
 
Economic Partners’ Board of Directors is responsible for the policy and approval of CED 
project funding. To approve CED project funding requests, the following steps must 
occur: 
 
a) A written request (submission) from the client 

The submission should contain a description of the project, its partners, 
objectives and funding requirements.  
A presentation can be made at a CED Committee meeting by the client group or 
organization, if deemed necessary. 

 
b) The CED Committee will present a report and recommendation to the Board of 

Directors for approval 
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c) The CED Committee will consider the following when preparing a 

recommendation: 

·  Will the proposal improve the community’s economic situation? 

·  Do the applicants’ Board of Directors or Council support the project? (Provide 
Board or council resolution) 

·  Does it complement the goals set forth by the Board? 

·  What is the geographic scope of the initiative brought forth?  

·  Does it fit Economic Partners’ mandate? 

·  Are the goals achievable? Worthwhile? 

·  Is the client capable? Previous achievements? 

·  Is this a duplication of any other activity? 

·  Should other knowledgeable experts be consulted? 

·  If this is a private/public sector request – will the benefit accrue only to the 
private individual / company or will it benefit the broader community? 

·  Will this support result in a need for on-going funding? Is the request 
supported by the organization, which will provide on-going funding? 

·  Is there sufficient commitment for community partners to sustain the project?

d) Once approved for funding, EPSEWN will prepare a ‘letter of understanding’ for 

submission to the client. The client and EPSEWN will then sign the document. An 
arrangement for the advance of funds may then be made with Economic 
Partners’ General Manager.  A 10% hold back could apply until a post-activity 
report is received. 
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e) A final report will be required after the project is completed.   Since most of the 

work of the client will be by volunteers, EPSEWN believes a report within 6 
months, would be appropriate. 

 
f) The client will be asked to identify the project funding sources by signing the 

contributions of EPSEWN Inc. and Industry Canada/FedNor with their 
appropriate logos.  This full disclosure in all communications materials is a vital 
step in the accountability for the use of public funds. 

 
g) Funding to any project/activity may exceed 50 percent of eligible costs or project 

up to a maximum of $5000.00
